
           2012 Hamilton Division 1 Sectional Wrestling Tournament 

 
 

Dear Athletic Directors, Coaches, and Officials, 

 

 

Hamilton High School is pleased to host the SW District Wrestling Sectional Tournament on 

February 17 & 18, 2012, at the Hamilton High School Athletic Center. Enclosed you will find 

important information pertaining to the tournament and our facility. Please review all the 

information and pay close attention to the deadlines and details and communicate these items 

with your students and fans. 

 

 

Admission Fee:  $12 for sessions 1&2 -- $6 for session 3 -- $7 for session 4—(all session- $22) 

 

Passes: Only passes issued by the Southwest District will be accepted. 

 

Seed Meeting:  Will be held on Wed. Feb. 15 at 6:30pm in the Hamilton HS Community Room 

 

Parking: All team buses must drop off participants in front of the Athletic Center and park in   

the lot directly behind the Athletic Center. A parking map is included to distribute to fans. 

 

Locker Rooms: Teams will be assigned to locker rooms for the tournament. Wrestlers should 

not leave any personal items unattended in the locker room. Hamilton High School will assume 

no responsibility for lost or damaged items, and all teams using the locker rooms are expected 

to maintain the cleanliness of the facility and treat the host site with respect. 

 

Team Entrance: All teams are asked to enter the Athletic Center through the main gym 

entrance and check in according to the pass list. Only those wrestlers, coaches, stats, and 

managers listed on the team pass list shall be admitted without a ticket.  

 

Weigh-ins: Weigh-ins shall be conducted in the Auxiliary Gym on 2 scales by order of weight 

class. Weigh-ins shall begin at 4pm on Friday, Feb. 17 and at 10am on Saturday, Feb. 18. 

 

Video/Photos: Videotaping or photographing will not be permitted on the floor of the gym. 

This may only be done from the spectator areas and may not interfere with the view of other 

spectators. 

 

Floor Access: All coaches shall be issued wristbands based upon the number of wrestlers 

participating in the tournament. Due to space limitations, Statisticians are not permitted on the 

floor and each team will be limited to 2 coaches per wrestler on the floor. Wristbands must be 

worn by all coaches. Wrestling shall take place on 3 mats for the duration of the tournament. 



 

 

 

 

 

Hospitality Room: The Hospitality Room will be located in the Hamilton High School 

Wrestling Room and is for Coaches and Officials only. Wristbands must be worn to gain access 

to the Hospitality Room. 

 

Trainers: The Hamilton High Sports Medicine team will on duty throughout the tournament. 

 

Warm-Up Area: A warm-up mat will be set up in the Auxiliary Gym. Wrestlers and coaches 

only will be permitted in the warm-up area. The Aux Gym is not linked to the PA system of the 

Main Gym, so wrestlers and coaches are expected to be aware of their status for upcoming 

matches. The Aux Gym is adjacent to the Main Gym. 

 

Signs & Banners: Signs, banners, pennants, and noisemakers of any kind are not permitted. 

 

Team Areas: Teams will be permitted to use tables in the cafeteria for food and beverages, 

but are asked to keep their areas clean. Crockpots and hot plates are not permitted anywhere 

in the facility. All food and drink must remain in the cafeteria. No Exceptions ! 

 

Concessions: The Hamilton High Boosters will be selling concession items throughout the 

tournament at their concession stand located in the cafeteria. All food and drink must remain 

in the cafeteria.
